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Mr. Burton:  Before I yield back, I'd like to say the previous speaker made some very valid points and I appreciate his remarks, however, the human rights violations in Laos continues to be widespread and there's a lot of suspicion on the part of the monk – Hmongs who are being talked about being relocated and that suspicion, I think looking at the Laotian government is valid, and all I can say in closing, Mr. Speaker, is that human rights are just that: rights, and the Laotian government, which is a communist government, ought to take a hard look at history and realize that communism can't last as long as it represses its people. And, they ought to realize that long-term freedom and democracy is the only way to go and if they do that, then I think the people in Laos have a bright future. If they continue under this despotic communist regime they're in for more problems down the road. In any event I appreciate my colleague, Mr. Lantos, and his support and those who spoke before me. And, with that I have no further requests for time and yield back the balance of my time.
