Americans deserve world class prescription drugs at world market prices!

· Passing market access legislation would significantly decrease drug costs for all Americans.  Right now, consumers in Canada and Europe pay 30% to 50% less for the same drugs.  

· Many of the drugs on the shelves in American drug stores today were produced in other countries. In fact, in 2001, pharmaceutical companies imported $14.7 billion of drugs into the United States for Americans’ consumption.  
· Market access legislation would only allow FDA-approved drugs, from FDA-approved facilities in other industrialized countries, to be available to American consumers.
· The number of Americans who have died from taking imported drugs is ZERO.  Contrary to opponents’ claims, market access legislation will IMPROVE the safety of prescription drugs by requiring all pharmaceutical manufacturers to use state-of-the-art technology (similar to the technology used on American currency) to ensure that no unsafe drugs can be imported into the United States.
· People travel from all over the world to the United States to access high quality medical care.  It is sad and ironic that Americans must go overseas to access the most affordable medicines.
